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According to the company they can provide pre-installed Elite™ Knit fabric screens from ci-Fabrics that are specially designed to not interfere with the exclusive nesting feature of their panel system. Larsen Innovations’ president Charlie Larsen explained; “In many parts of the country the flexibility of a panel system makes it increasingly the product of choice for temporary fence. Until now many contractors installed panels then added roll screening to the assembled fence line as desired or even required in some cities. Continuous roll screening which is currently being used by many dealers can compromise the flexibility that is one of the big advantages of using panels. These installations need the flexibility to be able to remove a few panels for short term access or easily relocate sections of the fence as the project progresses. Screening the panels individually at the factory is very cost effective and insures that the field installation crew can be as efficient as possible on the initial installation and even more so when it comes time to relocate sections of the fence.”
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Larsen continued, “Due to the design of our V-Squared Panel, the screens are installed in two sections. In addition to preserving the nesting feature that allows the panels to stack in only 1/3 the space of ordinary panels, we also create a screened panel that is much more effective in windy installations. By individually screening the upper and lower sections, the billowing effect of a large screen is substantially reduced. The center flap permits the panel to be stored efficiently but more importantly allows a wind relief that works in both directions. 
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Traditional wind flaps only work when the wind direction pushes the screening away from the mesh, our design permits the wind flap to fold into the bend of the panel allowing the wind to pass in either direction.”
The company indicates that screening is available in a variety of colors and as a value added reseller they provide the same quality screening materials that industry professionals have grown to rely upon from  ci-Fabrics combined with the convenience and cost advantages of having it pre-installed.
