“This was our first installation of the panels but even with volunteer labor the first 2000’ was up in 3 hours.” Because access to certain hangers couldn’t be disrupted and more than 30 static aircraft displays needed to be positioned within the spectator area, the fence had to go up in phases with the last sections being installed the opening morning of the show. The coordination of all of these activities meant that efficiency on the installation was critical. Michaels continued to say, “Of course thousands of feet straight down a runway kind of helped speed the parts of the installation. It was even more impressive that after the show the entire fence was dismantled, stacked and removed in only 3 hours. The event organizers were delighted with the way the fence turned out.”  
According to the company Michaels selected the V-Squared system to expand into the temporary panel business because of its handling and storage efficiency. “We carry a large inventory in a variety of products. Even though we have a good sized facility, space can be a challenge at times.
